Discuss:

1. What are some things happening that would or could be described as “darkness?”
2. How has COVID magnified the darkness around us?

3. InlIsaiah 9:7 he writes, “... The zeal of the LORD will accomplish this.” In what ways does
that bring comfort or confidence about HOPE?

4. Write down some of the values, character, and priorities that you know about
Jesus. Now discuss how these are an expression and definition of who God is.

5. Light a candle and discuss how hope can manifest itself in our lives.

Pray that hope will be manifest in our
lives and overcome darkness that surrounds us.
