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Advent Week 2: PEACE

Read:
Isaiah 9:2, 6-7
Romans 12:9-13:1

Discuss:

1. What Christmas gift did/do you want that was a hot holiday seller?
2. Why do you think there is such an escalation of unrest expressed by people?

3. Shalom/Peace is putting back together something that was broken. What value is
there in an individual’s inner heart/spirit restoration?

4. How do the actions that Paul speaks about put back together a world that is
broken?

5. Light a candle and discuss specific ways you or your group can express Shalom to
people around you

Pray:

Take a moment and close in prayer as a group. Pray that each of us can express peace in
our broken world.
