2. What part of love in those verses seems the hardest to live out?

Read John 3:16

1. Discuss how God’s love moved him to action: how deep is that love, how hard would
that have been, how much love towards us must God have?

Re-read 1 Corinthians 13 and substitute the word God for Love

1. What is most moving or leaves the biggest impression on you?
2. Discuss simple ways we can share that some love with the people around us.
