Questions are prepared each week and are designed to prompt insights, questions, and the life
experience of each listener. If these are used immediately following the sermon, it would be much
the same as what was done in Israel at the time of the early church.

Warm Up:

Share a fun childhood memory.

Read:

IJohn 4:7-17
I Corinthians 13:4-7

Discuss:
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1. What do these scriptures say about God and love?

2. What stands out to you in these passages?

3. Understanding that love is a choice, it requires action, what challenges you the most in loving
your family? Think through your family relationships and share authentically.

4. What next steps can you take to be more responsive and less reactionary in your relationships

with family?

Wrap Up:

Spend time in prayer for each other regarding the challenges shared and the next steps.
