4. How can the church be a welcoming, loving community if the people in the church are often very different
from each other—for instance in terms of their political affiliation? What does it look like to be a
welcoming, loving community that is also very diverse?

5. Ifyou were starting an organization like the church, committed to doing good in the community, how
would you fund it? What ideas do you have that would help our church become a well-funded
organization? Again, be sure to share your ideas and insights with your site pastor or our Life Groups
director.
